OPERATIONS IN ASIA MINOR,

THE  CIRCASSIAN COUNTER-MOVEMENT—
MUKHTAR PASHA’S POSITION.

Loxpoxy, May 29.—A special dispatch
from Vienna to the Times says: ** To the south
of Soukgeum-Kalel, a detachmentis concontra-
ted under Gen. Alebasoff, to prevent a Turco-
Cireassian force moving along  the
gshore into the plams of Miogrelia, If
they did so now the positions of the
lussians in the rear of Souksoum-Kaleh and
Adler would soon become untenable. As yet
the descent of the Turks and Circassians is
only an inconvenience, but should the move-
ment reach the Tschlitkens, whoae revolt in
Terck does nof yet secm quite suppressed, then
it might become a real danger to the Russian

lines of communication in the Cauecasus.”

The Standard’s Constantinople dispatoh
says: ‘‘The fall of Ardahan and Bayazid has
enabled the Rustinns to march in two converg-
ing lines toward Erzeroum. They have turned
Erzeroum, and Mukhtar Pasha must either ac-
cept battle against a vastly superior force or
capitulate. It he i3 beaten, Erzeroum must
fall, for it is without iortifications, and the
force in it i3 small.” .

A Reuter's aispatech from Constantinople
saya: “ Intelligence from Soukgoum-ISaleh
states that the Russisns have evacunted and
the ‘Turks occupicd the fortress ot Zil, The
Russians Lhave evacuated the wnole coast lme
or the Abazes country.”

Loxbox, May 30.—Vhe News correspondent
at Vienna assarts that the ocouncil of war ac
Constantinople have resolvedl to  treat
operations in the Caucazsus as of paramount
importance. Five thousand Circassians are
ready for ombarkation. Seven thousand mon
are intended for Anapa. Ships conveying
them will take divers to pick up
torpedoes at the eutrance of the Sea
of  Azoff, Mukhtar Pasha has  been
vlaced under the control of Djeni Pasha,
who was offiiciallv sent froma Coustantinople.
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
